Questionnaire 

 

Questionnaires for taking feedback from the above stakeholders were developed as per 

KIMSDUõs Standard Operating Procedure for Feedback. Sample feedback forms have been 

attached as Annexures (I-V). 

 

Response Collection 

 

For the Academic Year 2020-21, we utilized Google Forms for collecting feedback based on 

its ease of use and public familiarity. KIMSDU has a Google Workspace (formerly G Suite) 

Subscription. Accordingly, a dedicated institutional feedback email ID 

(feedback@kimskarad.in) was made. Google Forms were created using the same and the links 

were shared via email and / or personal messaging platforms. Links were kept open for 

responding from 10 January 2022 to 19 January 2022 (10 days). Response collection was 

centralized with only 2 officers having direct access to data. 

 

Analysis 

 

Results were analysed through descriptive analysis and represented graphically as percentage 

and numerical most frequent response. Responses for open-ended questions were depicted as 

ôRemarksõ and ôSuggestionsõ. Results were anonymized and shared with respective faculty for 

further processing.

More than 75 percentage rating of ôExcellentõ plus ôVery Goodõ plus ôGoodõ for each question 

was considered as a favourable response. Similarly, a most frequent response score of 3 or more 

for each question was considered as a favourable response. Favourable responses needed no 

further action. 

 

Responses to the open-ended questions were analysed for positive comments which were then 

placed as ôRemarksõ in the analysis, while comments for improvement were placed as 

ôSuggestionsõ. Suggestions related to curricular aspects were forwarded to respective faculty for 

further action to be taken.
